Using one specific case as an example, David Redmon’s film debut gives a concrete human face to often abstract notion of globalization and its social consequences. We would like to acknowledge the potential and lucidity demonstrated in this film that has been made in a refreshing manner which makes it easily accessi​ble to an audience often oblivious to a reality on which they have an impact, whether they know it or not.

We have decided to give the International Nuremberg Human Rights Film Award to Marco Prado’s film Estamira for its masterful use of cinematographic language to open our eyes to one of society’s countless anonymous victims. Remaining as faithful as possible to Estamira’s particular logic the director’s humble approach renders her extraordinary world and succeeds in transmitting her amazing strength and dignity. Prado treats his subject with a respect that is rare in today’s cinema.
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
